There will be a vehicle-extrication demonstration at noon, and a TECO Power City exhibit. Firefighters also will 
set simulated residences on fire at 11 a.m. and 1 p.m. to demonstrate the effectiveness and importance of 
sprinklers in a residential setting. The fire department was able to add the “Built for Life” exhibit thanks to a 
$1,000 stipend from the Home Fire Sprinkler Coalition, said TTFD Division Chief Andy Muzzy. 
 
The Temple Terrace Police Department also will be on hand to offer child fingerprinting, and Temple Terrace 
Lodge 330 F&AM will conduct its free Masonic Child ID Program.  
 
There also will be puppet shows, a balloon artist and other entertainment. Hot dogs, sodas and chips will be sold 
at reasonable prices.
